 Noah & The Flood-Genesis 7:1-8:13 

7 The LORD said to Noah, “Go into the ark, you and all your household, for I have 

seen that you alone are righteous before me in this generation.”… 5 And Noah did 

all that the LORD had commanded him. 6 Noah was six hundred years old when the 

flood of waters came on the earth...on that day all the fountains of the great deep 

burst forth, and the windows of the heavens were opened... 17 The flood continued 

forty days on the earth; and the waters increased, and bore up the ark, and it rose 

high above the earth. 19 The waters swelled so mightily on the earth that all the high 

mountains under the whole heaven were covered;  21 And all flesh died that moved 

hi, and all human beings; 22 everything on dry land in whose nostrils was the breath 

of life died.  Only Noah was left, and those that were with him in the ark. 24 And the 

https://www.biblestudytools.com/passage/?q=genesis+6:9-22


waters swelled on the earth for one hundred fifty days. 8 But God remembered 

Noah…and made a wind blow over the earth until the water went down. 2 the wells 

of water under the earth and the windows of the heavens were shut. And it stopped 

raining. 3 The water kept moving away from the earth. At the end of 150 days… 4 the 

ark came to rest on Mount Ararat. 5 The water kept on going down until… the tops of 

the mountains could be seen.  6 At the end of 40 days, Noah opened the window of 

the ark… 8  he sent out a dove, to see if the water was gone from the ground. 9 But 

the dove found no place to rest,  for the water was still over the earth.  10 He waited 

another seven days, and sent the dove from the boat again. 11 The dove returned to 

him in the evening. In her mouth was an olive leaf that had just been picked. So 

Noah knew that the water had gone from the earth. 12 Then he waited another seven 

days, and sent out the dove. But she did not return to him again. 13 In his years of 

age at 601, the water was dried up from the earth.  Noah took the covering off the 

ark, and looked out and saw that the earth was dry.
